A person wishing to hold a “T” driving licence shall have attained 16 years
of age. He shall be accompained by a person to teach him driving.

A person wishing to hold a “A-1”(Motorcycle Engine Power CC 110 and
under) Licence shall have the following facts;

(i) (16)years old and above

(i)  Already have the valid “T” driving licence

(iii)) Attend accredited driving training school and passed the driving test.

A person wishing to hold “A” driving licence shall have attained(18)years of
age. He must have a valid “T” licence and already attend the accredited
driving training school. “A” licence can be issued if “A-1" licence holder is
(18) years old.

A person wishing to hold “B” driving licence shall have attained (18)years of
age. He/She must hold “T” licence for a period of (3)months and must attend
accredited driving training. A person who holds “A” licence for a period of
(3)months can apply “B” licence. The person must pass the tests as specified
by the department.

A person wishing to hold “C” driving licence shall have attained (18) years
of age. He/She needs to hold “T” driving licence. He/She must show the
certicate of completion concerned with machinery driving from domestic
(or) foreign country. He/She must pass all the tests as specified by the
department.

A person wishing to hold “D” driving licence shall have hold 'B' licence for
period of three years and he/she must be (21)years old. He/She must pass all
the tests as specified by the department. If he/she wishes to drive a taxi,
he/she shall be a citizen, a permanent resident or a nutralized citizen of the
Republic of the Union of Myanmar.

A person whishing to hold 'E' licence shall have held 'D' licence for a period
of two years or 'B' licence for a period of consecutive five years. He/She must
pass all the tests as specified by the department. He/She shall be a citizen,a
permanent resident or a naturalized citizen of the Republic of the Union of

Myanmar.

A person wishing to hold a “F” driving licence (conductor or a spare man

licence) shall be a citizen, an associate citizen or a naturalized citizen of the

Republic of the Union of Myanmar. He shall have attained eighteen years of

age. He shall meet the conditions relating to health measures and shall be a

person capable of passing the required test.

A person wishing to hold a “H” driving licence shall have attained eighteen

years of age and shall have already been in possession of a “T” driving

licence and shall also be capable of driving three-wheeled motorcycle and
motorcycle. He shall be a person capable of passing the required test.

A person wishing to hold “G” driving licence shall have attained eighteen

years of age and shall have already been in possession of a “T” driving

licence and shall also be capable of driving trawlergi and tractor. He shall be

a person capable of passing the required test.

A person holding a vehicle driving licence at least for one year issued by

Tamadaw (Army, Navy, Air Force) may apply for any appropriate driving

licence according to Article-62, Chapter IV of 1989 Motor Vehicle Rules.

There shall be no need to hold a “T” driving licence. In accordance with the

tenure of Tamadaw vehicle driving licence, any of the following vehicle

driving licences may be applied for:-

(1)  a person holding a Tamadaw vehicle driving licence at least for a year
may apply for “B” driving licence;

(ii)) a person holding a Tamadaw vehicle driving licence at least three years
may apply for “D” driving licence other than a licence for driving a
taxi;

(111) a person holding a Tamadaw vehicle driving licence at least five years
and retired from the military service may apply for a “E” driving
licence;

(iv) a person who has not completed a year’ s tenure in holding a tamadaw
vehicle licence shall hold a “T” driving licence if he wishes to hold a
